
 
Camp rules 

 
1. Announce your arrival at the reception. After registering the manager will 

assign you a  pitch. You are required to clearly display your assigned 
campnumber on your tent, caravan or motorhome. 

2. Your tent, caravan or motorhome must look well organised. 
3. Army tents are not allowed. 
4. The campground is closed from 10.30 p.m. to 7.00 a.m. for all motorized 

vehicles. 
5. Visitors are required to notify the reception of their arrival. They must leave 

the campsite before 10.30 p.m. Visitors are not allowed to enter after 10.30 
p.m. 

6. On the field for the young ones no visitors are allowed to stay overnight. 
7. Shower-tokens are available at the reception desk, in the store and the 

restaurant. 
8. Dogs are not allowed (also not from visitors). 
9. Most campers don’t like boisterous behaviour nor loud audio sets etc. Please 

be considerate of others! 
10. Sleeping hours are between 11.00 p.m. and 7.00 a.m. Audio sets etc. must be 

switched off at 11.00 p.m. After that time it’s also not allowed to play any 
musical instruments. 

11. Open fire, charcoal-fire and torch-fire are prohibited. Gas-fire barbecues are 
allowed though. Please, have a fire-extinguisher on hand! 

12. Please keep all the sanitary rooms clean and urinate only in these rooms. 
13. Digging is not allowed even not with rainy weather. Damaging the plant life 

and fences is not allowed. 
14. Please leave the campsite only by the normal entrance/exit. Shortening one’s 

way out by climbing over fences is not allowed. Please, avoid causing damage 
or annoyance on the way to the city or on the way back to the campsite. 

15. Each camper is responsible for keeping his own pitch clean. Collecting empty 
beer cases and/or bringing in shopping carts is not permitted.   

16. Garbage must be kept in plastic bags and has to be disposed in the garbage 
cans. Glass, paper and chemical waste (batteries etc.) must be disposed 
separately (in the store) 

17. Drugs are prohibited! 
18. Maximum speed on the campsite for all motorized vehicles is 5 km. 
19. Instructions given by the management and the watchman must be obeyed!
